Preamble

The Partners, having successfully collaborated on the International Students Adaptation and Integration / INTERADIS project (619451-EPP-1-2020-1-NL-EPPKA2-CBHE-JP), co-funded by the Erasmus+ Program of the European Union, acknowledge the benefits of their cooperation and the significant outcomes achieved in promoting the internationalization of Higher Education Institutions (HEIs) in Ukraine and across Europe.

In light of these successes, the Partners express their mutual interest in continuing and expanding their collaboration in the areas of training, research, and capacity building to further promote internationalization, enhance educational standards, and support innovation within HEIs.

Objective

This MoU establishes the framework for future cooperation between the Partners in the broad areas of training, research, academic collaboration, and institutional development. The aim is to foster long-term partnerships that leverage the expertise and experiences gained from the INTERADIS project, while exploring new opportunities for joint initiatives.

Scope of Cooperation

The Partners agree to collaborate in the following areas:
1. Joint Training Programs: The Partners will develop and implement training programs aimed at enhancing the qualifications of academic and administrative staff, particularly in the areas of internationalization, intercultural communication, and student support services.
  
2. Research Collaboration: The Partners will engage in joint research projects focusing on topics of mutual interest, including but not limited to, internationalization strategies, student mobility, integration of international students, digitalization in education, sustainability, and innovation in higher education.

3. Development of Academic Curricula: The Partners will work together to modernize and internationalize academic curricula, ensuring that programs are aligned with global trends and are inclusive of the needs of international students.

4. Projects Development and Capacity Building: Building on the lessons learned from the INTERADIS project, the Partners will collaborate on initiatives aimed at strengthening the capacity of HEIs in Ukraine and beyond to support internationalization efforts and improve administrative and educational services.

5. Student and Staff Mobility: The Partners will promote and facilitate mobility opportunities for students and staff, fostering exchange of knowledge, skills, and cultural experiences.

6. Conferences, Workshops, and Seminars: The Partners will organize joint conferences, workshops, and seminars to share research findings, best practices, and innovations in the field of higher education and internationalization.

7. Resource Sharing: The Partners will collaborate on the development and sharing of educational resources, including online courses, research publications, and digital platforms that support international collaboration.

8. Sustainability Initiatives: The Partners will explore joint projects and initiatives that promote sustainability and environmentally friendly practices within their respective institutions.

Roles and Responsibilities

Each Partner agrees to contribute resources, expertise, and support as required for the successful implementation of the initiatives outlined in this MoU. The specific roles and responsibilities of each Partner will be determined on a project-by-project basis through separate agreements or work plans.

The Partners agree to appoint a coordination committee comprising representatives from each institution to oversee the development and implementation of joint initiatives, ensuring alignment with shared goals and objectives.
  
The Partners may collaborate on the identification, development, and submission of proposals for funding to support joint projects, particularly those related to research and training in higher education.

Each Partner may commit to providing the necessary human, financial, and material resources to support the joint initiatives, subject to availability and approval by the relevant institutional authorities.

Communication

The Partners agree to maintain communication to ensure the effective coordination of activities under this MoU. Meetings, both virtual and in-person, will be organized as necessary to review progress, plan new initiatives, and resolve any issues that may arise.

Intellectual Property

The intellectual property (IP) rights for materials, publications, and other outcomes resulting from collaborative activities under this MoU will be shared equitably among the Partners, in accordance with the agreements reached for each specific project and in compliance with relevant institutional policies and legal frameworks.

Duration 
This Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) is of infinite duration and shall remain in effect indefinitely unless terminated by mutual agreement of the Partners. Any Partner may withdraw from this MoU by providing written notice to the other Partners, allowing sufficient time for the orderly completion of ongoing projects and obligations.

Amendments

This MoU may be amended at any time by mutual written consent of all Partners.

Termination

Any Partner may withdraw from this MoU by providing a minimum of three (3) months' notice in writing to the other Partners. Withdrawal shall not affect ongoing projects or obligations that were initiated prior to the notice of withdrawal.


Miscellaneous

1. This MoU is a statement of intent and does not create legally binding obligations between the Partners.
2. The Partners agree to abide by the laws, regulations, and policies of their respective institutions and countries in the execution of activities under this MoU.
